Les personnes handicapées restent victimes de forts préjugés dans le monde du travail. La sixième Semaine 
pour l'emploi en leur faveur entend les combattre. Elle est marquée par une reprise de la polémique sur les 
Centres d'Aide par le Travail. 


Aujourd'hui, 26% des personnes handicapées sont au chômage. En cause, selon beaucoup, les préjugés dont 
elles sont victimes. Préjugés que la neuvième semaine pour l'emploi en leur faveur, qui vient de débuter, entend 
combattre. L'Association pour la gestion du fonds pour l'insertion* professionnelle des personnes handicapées 
(Agefiph) et la Ligue pour l'Adaptation du diminué physique au travail (Adapt) veulent mobiliser autour du slogan 
"Agir, c'est réussir". 


« Le handicap, lorsqu'il est visible est encore trop souvent associé à l'incompétence. La mobilisation est plus que 
jamais nécessaire pour modifier le regard sur le handicap », expliquent les deux associations. Aujourd'hui, 
rappellent-elles, « 215 000 personnes handicapées sont à la recherche d'un emploi et restent, en moyenne, 
deux fois plus longtemps sans activité ». 


Pourtant, 87% des entreprises qui emploient des travailleurs handicapés s'en disent satisfaites et 62% des 
entreprises qui n'en emploient pas estiment qu'une telle expérience « pourrait se dérouler de manière 
satisfaisante », selon un sondage réalisé en vue de la semaine d'action. « On observe ainsi que le passage à 
l'acte est déterminant pour les chefs d'entreprises, puisqu'ils sont majoritairement satisfaits lorsqu'ils ont effectué 
une embauche* », a commenté le directeur général de l'Adapt, Philippe Velut. D'après des témoignages de chefs 
d'entreprise recueillis dans le Guide France Info Le salarié handicapé dans l'entreprise, ce dernier est « un 
salarié comme les autres, avec en plus, la volonté de s'en sortir ». Souvent « plus productif que les autres », il 
crée un « effet fédérateur* dans une équipe de travail » où les petits problèmes courants sont « relativisés ». 


La Semaine s'est ouverte lundi sur le parvis du Trocadéro à Paris, par un événement symbolique, en présence 
des adjointes pour les personnes handicapées au maire de Paris. Les Franciliens* sont invités par les 
organisateurs « à manifester leur soutien à l'intégration des personnes handicapées dans le monde du travail, en 
apposant l'empreinte colorée de leurs mains sur des livres géants ». Tout au long de la semaine, 16 régions se 
mobilisent et organisent près de 80 événements. Forums, tables rondes, pièces de théâtre, match de "torball" 
(football adapté) entre une équipe de déficients visuels et des chefs d'entreprise, tout sera bon pour « lever les 
freins psychologiques et culturels ». (…)

Das
war allerdings vor langer Zeit,
nämlich im Jahre 1622.
Lange Zeit schenkte man sich
nichts. Erst seit dem späten


Mittelalter kennt man auch in
unserer Region die Tradition
des wechselseitigen Schen-
kens. Überliefert sind aus die-
ser Zeit genaue Vorschriften
und sogar Verbote. So wurde
um 1450 den Paten untersagt,
ihren Patenkindern zu Weih-
nachten Gebäck oder andere
Dinge zu schenken.
Nach der Reformation dann
wurde der Heilige Nikolaus als
Gabenbringer in den Knecht
Ruprecht umgewandelt. Die
Kinder erhielten die Weih-
nachtsgeschenke als „Bün-
del“. Dazu gehörten fünf Dinge:
ein Kleidungsstück, ein Schul-
buch, Spielzeug, Süßigkeiten
und ein Geldstück. Aber sicher
war das nur bei den reichen
Familien möglich. Auch damals
kosteten Geschenke schon
Geld, und die wenigsten Fami-
lien konnten es sich leisten, die
Kinder zu beschenken. Be-
kannt ist, dass im Jahre 1572
eine große Ladung mit Spiel-
zeug aus Leipzig an den Hof zu
Dresden geschickt wurde.
Diese Tatsache lässt vermuten,
dass die ersten Geschenke zur
Weihnachtszeit eine protestan-
tische Tradition gewesen sein
müssen. Knapp hundert Jahre
später, um 1660, aber wurde
das Schenken zwischen er-
wachsenen Personen wieder
verboten und sogar mit fünf
Reichstalern Strafe belegt.
Nach der kursächsischen Poli-
zeiordnung durfte „das Ge-
sindt sich nit im geringst keyn


Hlg. Christ oder Neujahr aus-
bedingen“ (d. h.: das einfache,
„niedere“ Volk durfte über-
haupt nicht Weihnachten und
das neue Jahr feiern). Zugleich
gestattete der Leipziger Magis-
trat Marzipangeschenke nur im
Höchstwert von zwei Reichs-
talern. Und noch 1705 wurden
in einem kirchlichen Text
Weihnachtsgeschenke der El-
tern als unchristlich abgelehnt.
Bei einer Weihnachtsfeier, die
Goethe 1766 bei dem Kupfer-
stecher Stock in Leipzig erleb-
te, mussten sich die Kinder mit
einem „Päckchen braunen
Pfefferkuchen, welches der
Herr Pate aus Nürnberg ge-
schickt,“ begnügen.

NUEVA GRAMÁTICA DE LA LENGUA ESPAÑOLA


Después de más de diez años de trabajo, las veintidós Academias de la Lengua Española 
presentaron al público la Nueva gramática de la lengua española, que, en palabras de los direc-
tores de las Academias de España y de México, es “la más completa descripción del español que 
se haya hecho nunca y que muestra cuánto comparten los 400 millones de hispanohablantes”.


Un proyecto tan ambicioso no hubiera sido posible sin un trabajo largo y meticuloso. Primero 
se seleccionaron ocho áreas lingüísticas distintas (México y Centroamérica, Antillas, Caribe con-
tinental, área andina, Río de la Plata, Chile, Estados Unidos y España).

Este proceso de trabajo ha llevado a elaborar una gramática radicalmente nueva en sus 
planteamientos: por primera vez es representativa “del español total”, del de España y del 
de Hispanoamérica, frente a la gramática vigente, que tenía solo como referencia el español 
peninsular. Para el director de la Academia Norteamericana, Gerardo Piña, “el objetivo de 
crear una gramática con carácter panhispánico se ha cumplido”.


La Nueva gramática tiene cerca de 4.000 páginas repartidas en unos 55 capítulos, en las 
que se aborda la fonética, la fonología, la morfología y la sintaxis de un idioma que se caracte-
riza por “la sorprendente unidad de la lengua española, que no impide nunca una comunica-
ción entre los hispanohablantes”, según destacó José Moreno de Alba, director de la Academia 
Mexicana. Además, por primera vez incluye citas de más de 2.600 obras literarias y artículos 
de prensa de 1.190 autores de todas las regiones, buscando el equilibrio de todos los giros. 


Por otra parte, y con el objetivo de que la Gramática no sea solo para especialistas y pueda 
usarse también como obra de consulta, se editará un compendio de unas 600 páginas con lo 
fundamental de la obra.

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INTRODUCTION 
 


General Notes 
 
This checklist has been designed for use as a practical tool for describing, in terms of a 
general impression, ONE VERSION of a language examination.  A more detailed 
description of each component (subtest) may be made with the help of specific 
checklists. 
 
 
In this checklist the following terminology is used: 
 


• Component 
One subtest in an examination.  Usually an examination is made up of subtests in 
the different skills, and components are commonly called ‘reading’ (or ‘reading 
comprehension’), writing (or composition), listening etc.  This checklist concerns 
the listening component of an examination.  Components are also often referred 
to as ‘papers’. 


 
• Examination 


A test which consists of one or more separate components or subtests. 
 


• Item 
Each testing point which is given a separate mark or marks.  It may consist of, 
for example, one gap in a written text, or one multiple choice question with three 
or four options a sentence transformation or a question to which an answer must 
be given. 


 
• Section 


Parts of the component can be subdivided into.  Each may be testing a different 
area of skill or usage. 


 
• Task 


A task is defined precisely as a combination of rubric, input and response.  For 
example, a reading text with several multiple choice items, all of which can be 


answered by referring to a single rubric, can be classified as a task.  If another set 
of items relates to the same text, but requires a different rubric in order for a 
response to be produced, then that combination of text, rubric and items 
constitutes a different task.  Thus the same text can for part of the same input for 
one or more tasks. 
 


The term ‘question’ which is often used when referring to tasks, whether or not they 
are presented as grammatical questions, is avoided here because of its ambiguity. 
 
• Text 


In the context of a reading component of an examination, a text is a piece of 
written language, used as input to a task. 
 


Please note 
Some of the questions in this checklist are to be answered with a couple of words or 
numbers, and some have boxes to tick ‘yes’ or ‘no’.  Others, which involve making 
some qualitative judgement, ask for an assessment on a scale of 1 – 4, where 1 
represents the most negative judgement and 4 the most positive.

B TIMINGS AND WEIGHTINGS 
 
Is time allocated for preparatory reading? 
This will refer particularly to testes of listening, where a specified about of time may 
be indicated for reading an answer sheet before listening to a taped or spoken text. 
 
Is the raw score transformed? 
The raw score is the total number of marks gained for a particular component of an 
examination.  This score can be transformed in order to give more or less importance 
to that component.  For example, if a test of reading comprehension is marked out of 
fifty, but the accompanying writing test is marked out of twenty, their raw scores may 
be transformed in a way which allows each to carry 25% of the total marks given in 
the examination. 
 







 
Is the time allocated to a task indicated? 
This may appear in the form of advice to the candidate how much time to allow for 
the various parts of a test.

Number of words on the front page 
Give an approximate indication of the number: 20 – 50; 50 – 100; 100 – 150 or 
150+ 
 
Does the material look realistic? 
For example, if materials are taken from advertisements or articles which 
appeared in the press, they may be presented in a way which reflects more or less 
clearly he original context and presentation.  Give 1 if presentation is not at all 
realistic, and 4 if it is very realistic. 
 
Size of booklet. 
For example, A4, A5 etc. 
 
Is percentage of marks given to each part indicated? 
Is percentage of marks given to each question indicated? 
These questions refer to whether or not this information is made explicit to 
candidates.

This refers to guidance as instructions on how to fill in mark sheets and whether to 
write in pen or pencil as well as to explanations of what exactly the candidate has 
to do in order to fulfil the examination tasks which have been set.

INTRODUCTION 
 
This checklist has been designed for use as a practical tool for describing 
ONE VERSION of a particular component of a language test, for the purpose 
of evaluation or comparison.  This checklist is for use only with tests of 
listening. 
 
General Notes 
 
In this checklist the following terminology is used: 
 
• Component 


One subtest in an examination.  Usually and examination is made up of 
subtests in the different skills, and components are normally called by the 
names of skills.  This checklist concerns the listening component of an 
examination.  Components are also referred to as ‘papers’. 


 
• Input 


The material provided for the candidate to use in order to produce an 
appropriate response.  In a test of listening it is likely to take the form of a 
recorded oral text plus written items. 


 
• Item 


Each testing point which is given a separate mark or marks.  It may 
consist of, for example, one gap in a written text, or one multiple choice 
question with three or four options. 


 
• Response 


The candidate’s written or spoken response to a task.  The term ‘answer’ 
is often used in this context.  However, for reasons of precision, it is not 
used here. 


 
• Rubric 


The instructions given to a candidate on how to respond to a particular 
input.  In a test of listening with multiple choice questions, the rubric 
might be: Put a tick in the box you think is the most suitable. 


 
 
 
• Section 


The parts each component can be subdivided into.  Each may be testing a 
different area of skill or usage. 


 
 


• Task 
A task is defined precisely as a combination of rubric, input and response.  
For example, a reading text with several multiple choice items, all of 
which can be answered by referring to a single rubric, can be classified as 
a single task.  If another set of items relates to the same text, but requires 
a different rubric in order for a response to be produced, then that 
combination of text, rubric and items constitutes a separate task.  Thus the 
same text can form part of the input to one or more tasks. 


 
The term ‘question’, which is often used in referring to test tasks, whether 
or not they are presented as grammatical questions, is avoided here 
because of its ambiguity. 


 
• Text 


In the context of a listening component of an examination, a text is a 
piece of spoken language, used as input to a task, or the term could be 
used to refer to a piece of written language which the candidate is asked 
to produce.

3 INPUT TEXTS 


As the number of texts varies very widely – some being composed of as 
few as two or three, while others consist of a large number of very short 
texts – text numbers have been left out of headings, and it is assumed that 
pages will be photocopied when necessary, and text numbers written in. 


 


7 Type of text 
Texts for use in tests of listening are often taken from sources such as 
public announcements and radio broadcasts, or recorded from scripts 
written specially for the examination.  Where authentic texts are used, 
they are often adapted.  In this question box 1 = an unadapted text; box 
2 = an adapted text; box 3 = specially written for the test. 


 


Many of the possible sources given here are taken from Threshold Level 
1990. 


 


8 Speaker’s overall intention 
It is often the case that there may be several intentions associated with 
any text.  However, an overall intention should be identified. 


 


9 Target listener (to original) 
It would, of course, be possible to break this down much further, but for 
the purposes of this checklist it has been decided to give only these 
limited categories, with the possibility of specifying more accurately 
under category d). 


 


10 Topic of the text 
The likely extent of the topic areas used in tests of listening is covered by 
the ‘notions’ in Threshold Level 1990. 


 
 
2 LANGUAGE ABILITY TESTED 
 
3 Main focus of testing 


By this it is meant the main focus of what is being tested in language 
terms, although it may also touch on other areas.  It is also taken as 
understood that there is a great deal of ambiguity in this area.  This area 
of the checklist operates at item level.  Again, it is assumed that this page 
will be photocopied and the text and item numbers written in. 


 


Some of the categories used here need no explanation, but the following 
notes on some of them may be useful. 


 
 
 
 
 


a) Demonstrating understanding of text as a whole 
This may be done, for example, by writing a short summary of the main 
events or points discussed in the text. 


 


b) Identifying topic of the text. 
A fragment of conversation could be given, during which the topic is not 
directly referred to.  The candidate then has to answer the question, ‘What are 
they talking about?’ 
 


c) Identifying function of the text 
An example would be part of a message left on an answer-phone.  The 
candidate then has to decide whether the speaker was telephoning to 
apologise, complain, ask for information or change an arrangement. 
 


d) Retrieving factual information 
An example is text taken from a recorded announcement of the forthcoming 
programme at a theatre.  Items relate to times of performances, ticket prices, 
etc. 
 


f) Following instructions and directions 
An example is a text which gives a description of where a house is 
situated on a map.  The candidate has to draw the house in the correct 
place on a map. 
 


g) Identifying roles of speakers 
An example would be checking understanding of the degree of formality 
between speakers, as signalled by their way of addressing each other. 


 
h) Recognising numbers, letters, etc. 


The is most likely to occur in a test of listening at a low level.  A name is 
spelled out or a telephone number given, and the candidate has to write it 
correctly. 


 
j) Making use of clues given by use of emphasis, tone of voice, stress and 


intonation. 
An example would be a fragment of conversation in which someone 
agrees to do something, using a reluctant or doubtful tone of voice.  The 
candidate would need to used understanding of the tone to answer a 
question on the speaker’s attitude towards what he has been asked to do. 


 
3 SPEAKERS 
 
5 Number of spoken turns 


A ‘turn’ refers to each period of speech by one speaker; for example, a 
monologue consists of only one turn, while a discussion may consist of 
many. 







 
8 What relationship do the speakers have to one another? 


It is likely to be appropriate that more than one of these boxes will be 
ticked. 


 
9 Are the speakers reading a script, speaking with some preparation or 


speaking without preparation? 
‘With some preparation’ would refer to a situation where speakers have 
rehearsed a conversation or are speaking with the aid of notes.

This refers to the use of sounds such as bird-song to provide context for 
an outdoor scene, or sounds of conversation and office machinery for a 
workplace situation. 


 
7 EXPECTED RESPONSE 
 
1 To what extent are non-linguistic skills being tested? 


This question attempts to gauge the extent to which skills other than 
language ability are required in order to provide a response.  An example 
of this would be an item which demands cone type of mathematical 
calculation in order to get the correct answer, or an item which involves 
the candidate reading a map or interpreting a plan.

They are required to make used of professional 
judgement in awarding marks. 


b) Clerical marking: marking carried out by non-experts, who have to deal 
with letters, numbers or words.  They are generally required to exercise 
only very limited judgement, of a non-expert type. 


c) Computerised marking: marking carried out by a machine such as an 
optical mark reader.  Multiple choice tests are often marked in this way. 


 
The term ‘marking’ as it is used here refers to the process of assigning a 
mark to an item, and not to the way in which the mark is recorded or read.  
Computerised marking mean that the candidate’s response goes directly 
to the computer for the mark to be assigned, and no human marker is 
involved.

INTRODUCTION 
 


This checklist has been designed for use as a practical tool for describing ONE 
VERSION of a particular component of a language test, for the purpose of 
evaluation or comparison. 
 
General Notes 
 
In this checklist the following terminology is used: 
 
• Component 


One subtest in an examination.  Usually an examination is made up of subtests 
in the different skills, and components are commonly called by the names of 
skills.  This checklist concerns the listening component of an examination.  
Components are also often referred to as ‘papers’. 


 
• Input 


The material provided by the candidate for use in order to produce an 
appropriate response.  In a test of listening it is likely to take the form of a 
recorded oral text plus written items. 


 
• Item 


Each testing point which is given a separate mark or marks.  It may consist of, 
for example, one gap in a written text, or one multiple choice question with 
three or four options. 


 
• Response 


The candidate’s written or spoken response to a task.  The term ‘answer’ is 
often used in this context.  However, for reasons of precision, it is not used 
here. 


 
• Rubric 


The instructions given to a candidate on how to respond to a particular input.  
An example, for a multiple choice cloze test, might be: Read the text below 
and choose the correct word for each space.  Mark the letter next to the 
correct word – A, B, C or D – on your answer sheet. 


 


 
 


• Section 
Parts of the component can be subdivided into.  Each may be testing a 
different area of skill or usage. 


 
• Task 


A task is defined precisely as a combination of rubric, input and response.  
For example, a reading text with several multiple choice items, all of 
which can be answered by referring to a single rubric, can be classified as 
a task.  If another set of items relates to the same text, but requires a 
different rubric in order for a response to be produced, then that 
combination of text, rubric and items constitutes a different task.  Thus the 
same text can for part of the same input for one or more tasks. 
 


The term ‘question’ which is often used when referring to tasks, whether or not 
they are presented as grammatical questions, is avoided here because of its 
ambiguity. 
 
• Text 


In the context of a reading component of an examination, a text is a piece 
of written language, used as input to a task. 
 


Please note 
Some of the questions in this checklist are to be answered with a couple of 
words or numbers, and some have boxes to tick ‘yes’ or ‘no’.  Others, which 
involve making some qualitative judgement, ask for an assessment on a scale of 
1 – 4, where 1 represents the most negative judgement and 4 the most positive.

1 INPUT TEXTS 


Most of this part of the checklist operates a the level of texts and items.  
As the number of texts in a test varies widely – some being composed 
of as few as two or three, while others consist of a large number of very 
short texts – text numbers have been left out of headings, and it is 
assumed that these pages will be photocopied when necessary, and text 
numbers written in. 


 


3 Type of text 
Texts for use in tests of reading are often taken from sources such 
newspapers, magazines and novels.  These are often adapted. In this 
question box 1 = an unadapted text; box 2 = an adapted text; box 3 
= specially written for the test. 


 


4 Writer’s overall intention 
It is often the case that there may be several intentions associated with 
any text.  However, an overall intention should be identified. 


 


5 Target reader (of original text) 
It would, of course, be possible to break this down much further, but 
for the purposes of this checklist it has been decided to give only these 
limited categories, with the possibility of specifying more accurately 
under category d). 


 


6 Topic of the text 
The likely extent of the topic areas used in tests of listening is covered 
by the ‘notions’ in Threshold Level 1990. 


 
 


 
2 LANGUAGE ABILITY TESTED 
 


1 Main focus of testing 
By this it is meant the main focus of what is being tested in language 
terms, although it may also touch on other areas.  It is also taken as 
understood that there is a great deal of ambiguity in this area.  This area 
of the checklist operates at item level.  Again, it is assumed that this 
page will be photocopied and the text and item numbers written in. 


 


Some of the categories used here need no explanation, but the following 
notes on some of them may be useful. 
 


a) Skimming for overall gist 
The text is read at speed, probably in order to respond to a question 
placed before the text, which demands an understanding of the topic 
and the author’s attitude to it. 


 


b) Demonstrating understanding of text as a whole 
This may be done, for example, by writing a short summary of the 
main events or points discussed in the text.  


 


c) Identifying the topic of the text 
A short text, possibly a fragment taken from a longer text, is given.  
There are no titles or clues of that kind.  An example would be part of a 
description of an object, which does not mention the object itself.  The 
candidate then has to identify the object. 


 


d) Identifying the function of the text 
An example of a text consisting of a letter of apology from a travel 
agent, followed by an item which asks: 
 


What is the writer trying to do: 
a) write a complaint 
b) offer an apology 
c) check travel arrangements 
d) blame a member of staff 


 
 
 
 







f) Retrieving information by scanning text 
Some questions related to specific points in the text may be placed 
before the text, so that the candidate responds by searching the text for 
the answer to each one.. 
 


g) Locating and selecting relevant factual information to perform task 
An example would be a task consisting of ticking boxes on a customer 
satisfaction survey sheet related to a holiday.  The information required 
is found in the diary entries  and a postcard written during the holiday 
which are given as input to the task. 


 


j) Deducting meaning from context 
An example is a reading text which discusses the problems a company 
had in retaining reliable shop staff, using vocabulary such as ‘suffering 
from very high staff turnover rates’ and ‘absenteeism’.  The reader who 
is not familiar with this vocabulary can deduce the meaning of 
‘turnover rates’ and ‘absenteeism’ in the context of a text which 
describes how the problem was solved by recruiting older workers, 
who ‘stayed in their jobs longer’ and ‘were more reliable’. 


 


l) Making inferences from information given in text 
A set of items dealing with factual aspects of a text sometimes includes 
one ‘global’ item, which may begin ‘This article gives the impression 
that…’ or ‘This article shows young people as…’ to test the overall 
conclusions the reader is expected to draw from the information given. 


 
m) Recognising numbers, letters etc. 


This might occur in a test of reading at a low level, probably designed 
for a particular target group who are also learners of a different script 
from that of their first language. 


 
n) Making use of clues such as subtitles, illustrations, typography 


An example occurs in an item from a test at a low level, where public 
notices are photographed in situ.  For example, a notice saying, ‘Watch 
your luggage at all times’ is shown above bags and cases at an airport.

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INTRODUCTION 
 


This checklist has been designed for use as a practical tool for describing ONE 
VERSION of a particular component of a language test, for the purpose of 
evaluation or comparison.  This checklist if for use only with tests of speaking. 
 
General Notes 
 
In this checklist the following terminology is used: 
 
• Component 
One subtest in an examination.  Usually an examination is made up of subtests in 
the different skills, and components are commonly called by the names of skills.  
This checklist concerns the listening component of an examination.  Components 
are also often referred to as ‘papers’. 
 
• Input 
The material provided by the candidate for use in order to produce an appropriate 
response.  In a test of listening it is likely to take the form of a recorded oral text 
plus written items. 
 
• Item 
Each testing point which is given a separate mark or marks.  It may consist of, for 
example, one gap in a written text, or one multiple choice question with three or 
four options. 
 
• Response 
The candidate’s written or spoken response to a task.  The term ‘answer’ is often 
used in this context.  However, for reasons of precision, it is not used here. 
 
• Rubric 
The instructions given to a candidate on how to respond to  a particular input.  The 
rubric for a speaking test might be spoken by an examiner, or take the form of a 
written rubric accompanying written or graphic prompt material.  An example of 
rubric for a speaking test is: In this part of the test I’m going to give each of you the 
change to talk for about a minute.  First, I’m going to give each of you some 
pictures to look at.  Please do not show your pictures to each other. 


 
 


• Section 
Parts of the component can be subdivided into.  Each may be testing a different 
area of skill or usage. 
 
• Task 
A task is defined precisely as a combination of rubric, input and response.  For 
example, a reading text with several multiple choice items, all of which can be 
answered by referring to a single rubric, can be classified as a task.  If another 
set of items relates to the same text, but requires a different rubric in order for a 
response to be produced, then that combination of text, rubric and items 
constitutes a different task.  Thus the same text can for part of the same input 
for one or more tasks. 
 
The term ‘question’ which is often used when referring to tasks, whether or not 
they are presented as grammatical questions, is avoided here because of its 
ambiguity. 
 
• Text 
In the context of a speaking component of an examination, a text is a piece of 
written or spoken language, used as input to a task. 
 
Please note 
Some of the questions in this checklist are to be answered with a couple of 
words or numbers, and some have boxes to tick ‘yes’ or ‘no’.  Others, which 
involve making some qualitative judgement, ask for an assessment on a scale of 
1 – 4, where 1 represents the most negative judgement and 4 the most positive.

As the 
number of texts in a test varies widely – some being composed of as few as 
two or three, while others consist of a large number of very short texts – text 
numbers have been left out of headings, and it is assumed that these pages 
will be photocopied when necessary, and text numbers written in.

The likely extent of topic areas used in tests of spoken language is covered 
in the ‘notions’ in Threshold Level 1990.

A prompt is any material which may be used as stimulus to oral production.

By this it is meant the main focus of what is being tested in language terms, 
although it may also touch on other areas.  It is taken as understood that 
there is a great deal of ambiguity in this area.

In some tests of speaking candidates are asked to imagine that they are in 
certain situations and respond appropriately, or are given the role of a 
character with particular views, in support of which they have to argue.  
Other tests do not use this ‘role play’ approach, instead asking candidates to 
respond to prompts by giving their own reactions and opinions. 
 
 


3 Is register important? 
This refers to the degree of formality expressed in response, which is 
determined by the purpose of speaking and the relationship between the 
participants in the exchange, or the roles they are playing. 
 


6 To what extent are non-linguistic skills being tested? 
This question attempts to gauge the extent to which skills other than 
language ability are required in order to provide a response.  An example of 
this would be an item which demands some type of mathematical 
calculation in order to get the correct answer, or an item which involves the 
candidate reading a map or interpreting an plan or diagram. 
 


12 To what extent is there an overlap with testing another area of 
linguistic skill? 


This question attempts to gauge the extent to which testing one area of 
language skill also involved the candidate’s ability in another area of skill.  
It is difficult to separate skills completely from one another.  For example, it 
is likely that any test of speaking will involve candidates in reading or 
listening to instructions and other forms of input. 
 


5 MARKING 
 


1 What are the criteria for marking? 
The emphasis in marking test of speaking may be placed in various features 
related to accuracy, or more importance may be given to the achievement of 
the task set. 
 


5 How many assessors are involved in each oral assessment? 
This will probably depend on how many candidates are assessed at once.  It 
is difficult for one assessor working alone to assess more than two 
candidates at a time.  In some examinations the number of candidates an 
assessors will be fixed, while other candidates have a choice of being 
examined alone, in pairs or in larger groups. 
 


6 How are their roles defined? 
If there is only one oral examiner, he or she has to act as both interlocutor 
and assessor, whereas if two people carry out each assessment, one may act 
solely as interlocutor, talking to the candidates and setting the tasks, while 
the other is responsible only for assessing the candidate’s responses.

This checklist is for use only with tests of structural 
competence, the skills which are sometimes tested under names such as ‘grammar 
and usage’ or ‘language in use’. 
 
General Notes 
 
In this checklist the following terminology is used: 
 
• Component 


One subtest in an examination.  Usually an examination is made up of subtests 
in the different skills, and components are commonly called by the names of 
skills.  This checklist concerns the listening component of an examination.  
Components are also often referred to as ‘papers’. 


 
• Input 


The material provided by the candidate for use in order to produce an 
appropriate response.  In a test of listening it is likely to take the form of a 
recorded oral text plus written items. 


 
• Item 


Each testing point which is given a separate mark or marks.  It may consist of, 
for example, one gap in a written text, or one multiple choice question with 
three or four options. 


 
• Response 


The candidate’s written or spoken response to a task.  The term ‘answer’ is 
often used in this context.  However, for reasons of precision, it is not used 
here. 


 
• Rubric 


The instructions given to a candidate on how to respond to a particular input.  
An example, for a multiple choice cloze test, might be: Here are some 
sentences about a visit to a restaurant.  Finish the second sentence so that it 
has the same meaning as the first. 


 
• Section 


Parts of the component can be subdivided into.  Each may be testing a 
different area of skill or usage. 


 
• Task 


A task is defined precisely as a combination of rubric, input and response.  
For example, a reading text with several multiple choice items, all of 
which can be answered by referring to a single rubric, can be classified as 
a task.  If another set of items relates to the same text, but requires a 
different rubric in order for a response to be produced, then that 
combination of text, rubric and items constitutes a different task.  Thus the 
same text can for part of the same input for one or more tasks. 
 


The term ‘question’ which is often used when referring to tasks, whether or not 
they are presented as grammatical questions, is avoided here because of its 
ambiguity.

They are generally required to 
exercise only very limited judgement, of a non-expert type. 
c) Computerised marking: marking carried out by a machine such 
as an optical mark reader.  Multiple choice tests are often marked in 
this way. 
 


The term ‘marking’ as it is used here refers to the process of assigning a 
mark to an item, and not to the way in which the mark is recorded or read.
